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BLACK AND WHITE ALBUM

For those of us who thouzht we knew all about the style of THE STRANGLERS
from previous records and gigs, the ELACK AND #HITE slbum came as something

of a surprise.

Having captured a huge audience with earlier work - some of it, like PEACHES,
pleasing by the sheer sound, but the lyrica a bit of a joke, THE STHANGLERS
have now come out with a hard-hitting slbum which makes little concession
to those seeking no more than a good sound. BLACK AND WHITE forces us to
sit up and think about the way our civilisation is going, and to examine
received opinion on a number of central issues like national defence
(CURFEW), nuclear war (ENOUGH TIME), the ethiecs of war (TANK), the
frighteningly growing control over our lives being exercised through
improving technology (RISE OF THE ROEOTS), and provides a glimpse of
Orwell's 1984 coming true ahead of schedule in Sweden. Just look at what
happened to Ingmar Bergman who has, in his work, consistently challenged
Eig Brother's view of Swedish life, BLACK AND WHITE evokee all this and a
lot more. I am not saying that all previous work from THE STRANGLEES has
lacked sericus content but that, in an 1n£slle¢tual sense, this album is

the heaviest sao far.

The last album told us that there are no more herces anymore, and it is clear

‘from BLACK AND WHITE that amongst those dead heroes Yukio Mishima is
‘important for THE SIRANGLERS. The unforgettable DEATH AND NIGHT &ND BLOOD

has forced me and, I suspect, many others to start reading Mishima, a
Japanese writer who died by seppuku (ritual suicide) in 1970. Mishima's

last work, THE SEA OF FERTILITY, is a cycle of four novels which are

utterly fascinating from many points of view. They explain a lot about
Mishime, and about the philosophy to be found in the BLACK AND WHITE album.
By seppuku, Mishima forced his bedy to be his weapon and his statement in
defence of traditional Japanese gagursi values. He hated the Americanization
of Japan just as I am sure that THE STRANGLERS hate the idea of Britsain
being overrun by a super-power (CURFEW).

On first hearing the song zbout Mishima, I was surprised by the reference
to Sparta which seemed so alien to the great samursi writer, but on
reading THE SEA OF FERTILITY it becomes clear that Mishima knew Buropean
philosophy end literature very well. He mekes, for example, specific and
apposite references to Aristotle and Leopardi, as well as to Sparta. He
clearly knew exactly what the Spartan spirit meant, This Spartan reference
in the song forms a link between Japanese and Burgpean culture, and mskes
the ideology which informs the song less alien than it might otherwise

geem. The idea that young death is good is not peculiar to Japan but is

ait=0 to be found in Eurcopean culture.

In THE SEA OF FERTILITY, the teenager, Kiyoaki, dresms of his own coffin
and of a young womar clinging to it. The references to death persist

until he diesg at twenty, his face transformed by his total love for
Satoko. He re-incarnates ag Isao who also dreasms of death and commits
seppuku. In Buropean culture, one is reminded of Tristan's love for Isolde
in Wagner's masterpiece. In Act I, Isclde describes Tristan as a man whose
head and heart are devoted to death. Tristan dies at his own wish by Melot's
sword, and is transformed in death through a beautifying love for Isolde

who immediately follows him in death.

"And we decided that to die there was no greater love", sing THE STRANGLERS,
thus re-affirming a great theme in both Eastern and Western culture. I had
this song very much in mind when I recently saw Oshima's brilliant film
currently showing in London: Ai No Corrida. This film is based on actual
events which took place in Japan in 193%6. Apart from explicitly enacting
